PROTOCOL

on the Slovenian-Argentinean Projects regarding Scientific and

Technological Co-operation between

the Republic of Slovenia (Ministry of Education, Science and Sport -MESS-) and 

the Republic of Argentina (The Secretariat for Science, Technology and Productive Innovation -SECyT-) 

for the year 2004

The on-going projects are in accordance with the Agreement on Scientific and Technological Co-operation between the Government of the Republic of Slovenia and the Government of the Republic of Argentina, signed on November 3rd, 1997. 

1. The ongoing projects were accepted for funding at the meeting of the representatives of the Ministry of Education, Science and Sport of the Republic of Slovenia (MESS) and the Secretariat of Science, Technology and Productive Innovation (SECyT) as stated in the Protocol on the Slovenian-Argentinean Projects regarding Scientific and Technological Co-operation between the Republic of Slovenia (Ministry of Education, Science and Sport –

MESS-) and the Republic of Argentina (The Secretariat for Science, Technology and 

Productive Innovation -SECyT-) for the years 2003-2005, signed in Buenos Aires in October 2002 and are based on the fourth call for proposals, launched in 2002.

2. According to the Protocol on the Slovenian-Argentinean Projects regarding Scientific and Technological Co-operation between the Republic of Slovenia (Ministry of Education, Science and Sport–MESS) and the Republic of Argentina (The Secretariat for Science, 

Technology and Productive Innovation -SECyT) for the years 2003-2005 the missions within the joint Slovenian-Argentinean projects for the years 2004 and 2005 would be approved via diplomatic channels and would be considered according to the yearly reports.

3. With this Protocol both sides approve the missions within the joint Slovenian-Argentinean projects for the year 2004.

4. Both sides agree to extend the project ES/A99-BI/02, presented at the call for proposals 1999 and approved for the period 2000 – 2003, until December 31, 2004, as the missions were not carried out in 2003, due to objective reasons.

The list of ongoing projects and the missions approved for 2004 is enclosed in Annex I.

The missions within the joint Slovenian-Argentinean projects for the year 2005 will be approved via diplomatic channels and will be considered according to the yearly reports.

3. By approving financial support to the projects, both sides confirm that the implementing agencies responsible for the overall management of cooperation will cover the costs of the exchange of scientists.

The sending side shall cover the international travel costs to and from the receiving country (“point to point”).

The sending side shall inform its researchers, who perform exchange visits on the basis of this Protocol of the necessity to arrange adequate insurance for emergency, illnesses or accidents for the time of their stay in the receiving country, prior to their departure. 
The receiving side shall cover the costs of accommodation and the costs of living as follows:

In Slovenia:

In case of short-term visits (maximum 14 days), an equivalent of 19 € in local currency as daily allowance for meals, and accommodation costs in B category hotels. It is expected the accommodation in the “Residence Hall for Graduate Students Ljubljana” will be provided for.

In case of long-term visits (maximum 1 month), an equivalent of 400 € in local currency per month for meals, and accommodation in the “Residence Hall for Graduate Students Ljubljana or B category hotels outside Ljubljana.

In Argentina:
In case of short-term visits (maximum 14 days), an equivalent of 120 US$ in local currency as daily allowance for meals and accommodation costs in hotels.

In case of long-term visits (maximum 1 month), an equivalent of  2000 US$ (for stays of three weeks) and 2500 US$ (for stays of 1 month) in local currency as monthly allowance for meals and accommodation costs in hotels.
